4. Among the seven-fold division of consciousness, how many are mistaken consciousnesses and how many are non-mistaken consciousnesses?

5. (a) What is the uncommon empowering condition, the mental sense power?

(b) If it is a consciousness that arises in dependence on a mental sense power, is it   necessarily a mental direct perceiver?
